Unsure which program would be best for your child?  

Coaches can assess your child during the 1st week 

of lessons and move him/her  if needed to the  

appropriate program.  
 

HELMETS 
All skaters are required to wear a regulation 

CSA approved and properly fastened 
hockey helmet (no bicycle helmets) that 

covers the entire head during skating 
sessions.  Helmets must be worn until  

your child has passed Badge 5 
 (as per Skate Canada)   

No exceptions, no matter what the reason. 

CanSkate 

This program is designed for children who have 

passed the PreCanSkate Badge or for children 
with some skating ability. 

New This Year -  CanSkate will be divided 

into 2 groups to better accommodate 

numbers and the skills of the skaters. 
 

CanSkate: for skaters working on stage 1 
and 2 badges. 
 

Session Times: 
Monday:   5:40 -  6:30pm  
Friday:      5:40 -  6:30pm  

 

CanSkate Advanced: for skaters working 
on stage 3 and 4 badges. 
 

Session Times: 
Monday:   6:30 - 7:20pm  
Friday:      6:30 - 7:20pm  

 

Price for both programs is the same:  
1 day/week (Monday or Friday)  

$175 for 12 weeks (start Sept. or Jan.) 
$250 for 24 weeks (Sept. – Mar. 29)  

 
2 days/week (Monday and Friday)  

$250 for 12 weeks (start Sept. 9 or Jan. 3)  
$380 for 24 weeks (Sept. 9 – Mar. 29 )  
 

Each 12 week session wraps up with a 

show to highlight skills of skaters.  

PreCanSkate  

The program is designed for children with no 
skating ability. Participants must be 3 years old. 
 

Session Times: 

Monday:   5:30 - 6pm  or  6 - 6:30pm   

Friday:      5:30 - 6pm  or  6 - 6:30pm 
 
  
1 day/week (Monday or Friday)  

$135 for 12 weeks (start Sept. or Jan.) 
$210 for 24 weeks (Sept. – Mar. 29)  

 
2 days/week (Monday and Friday)  

$210 for 12 weeks (start Sept 9. or Jan. 3)  
$310 for 24 weeks (Sept. 9 – Mar. 29)  
 

Each 12 week session wraps up with a 

show to highlight skills of skaters.

FUNDRAISING FEE 

ALL PHFSC programs have a mandatory fund-
raising fee of $100/family that is not included in 
the session costs. This fee is due at registra-
tion to pay for the raffle tickets assigned to 

each family. Selling the tickets will allow    
families to recover their fundraising costs. 

FAMILY  DISCOUNT 

Families with three or more skaters re-
ceive a discount of 50% off the third or 
lowest session fee, whichever is less.   

PARENT  ATTENDANCE 
All skaters under the age of 12 MUST 
have a parent or guardian in attendance at 
the arena during his/her skating session.  

REFUNDS 

Written requests for refunds for ICE FEES  
ONLY will be considered on a pro-rated 
monthly basis minus the $40 Skate Canada 
registration fee and a $25 administration fee. 
Fundraising is not refundable. No refunds or 
adjustments will be made due to holidays, ill-
ness, maintenance repairs or ice cancellations.
